ELIGIBILITY
· A Bachelor of Civil Engineering or Bachelor of Science in Civil Engineering Degree from a university accredited by the Accreditation Board for Engineering and Technology (ABET).
· Be a United States citizen or a lawfully authorized alien worker. This does not include sponsorship or practical training.
· Be registered to take the Fundamentals of Engineering Examination as administered by the Florida Board of Professional Engineers, or the equivalent examination administered by another state within the United States, prior to appointment.
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PURPOSE OF THE PROGRAM
The professional Engineer Training Program provides graduate civil engineers with broad, practical experience in the field of transportation engineering, leading to registration as a licensed Professional Engineer in the State of Florida.
Provides training in management and supervisory techniques to prepare the trainee for management and administrative functions within the Department.


The Professional Engineer Training Program is a four-year program divided into two phases:
· Engineer Training Program 
24-month rotational assignment      encompassing all aspects of the Department’s work.

· Senior Engineer Training Program
24-month internship combining on-the-job training in technical and managerial functions of a specific work area in the Department.
