CHEMCAD INSTALLATION NOTES

1.0
General Comments

1.1
The Chemstations web site (www.chemstations.net) has all the manuals in pdf format for downloading.  There is also a link to download the Acrobat reader, if needed.
1.2
As a university, we purchase the CHEMCAD license at a 90% discount from the normal commercial price that companies pay.  Chemstations will therefore not provide technical support to students.  However, our teaching assistants are skilled in CHEMCAD use and are available for consultation.

1.3
A network version of CHEMCAD had been installed on all of the machines in the Computer Lab of the College of Engineering.


This procedure provides the installation steps for students who want copies on their own machines.  The license will be valid until 01 June 2004.  After that date, do not expect any of the CHEMCAD software to work.
1.4
The System Authorization Number expires in 7 days.  This is a feature to enhance the copy protection for Chemstations.  It is not too onerous, but will require some organization and prompt follow-up by all class members.

Students, who want copies on their own machines, will have to copy the files from the CD and load in the System Authorization Number, all within 7 days of notifications from Chemstations.  The goal is to complete the installation during the first week of classes.
2.0
Installation Procedure
2.1
Put the CD in the CD-ROM drive.  The CD has all the software goodies on it.  This includes CHEMCADTM, CHEMCADTM BATCH, CHEMCADTM THERM, CHEMCADTM DCOLUMN, and CHEMCADTM ReACS.  There is nothing else to load.
2.2
A large screen is displayed automatically.  [If the screen is not displayed, you can use Windows Explorer (or My Computer) to the CD-ROM drive.  Find the file Autorun.exe in the main (root) directory of the CD and run the program.]

2.3
Press the button labeled Install CHEMCAD.

2.4
Press Typical installation on a subsequent screen.
2.5
There is a screen to set up a directory for CC5.  You can use the default [C:\CHEMCAD\CC5] or Browse to set up a special directory.


I configured as:



C:\Program Files\CHEMCAD530\CC5

2.6
There is a screen to set up a directory for CC5DATA.  I configured as:


C:\Program Files\CHEMCAD530\CC5DATA


Note:  It is forbidden to place CC5DATA in the CC5 directory.
2.7
There is a screen for a pool database directory.  Enter nothing in the box.
2.8
On the next screen, click on "I want to use the Registry for my settings".

2.9
The program loads up in less than five minutes.

2.10
At the end of the installation, shut down and reboot the computer.
3.0
Authorization Number

3.1
At this point, one needs to go through several steps to get a System Authorization Number.
3.2
There was no icon for the program on the Windows Desktop.  However, using the Start button, CHEMCAD was listed on the Programs menu.  Select CHEMCAD 5.3.x.
3.3
The program begins to load.  It takes a few minutes...be patient.
3.4
A Help screen is shown with all kinds of license information.  Close the Help screen.
3.5
A small screen entitled License Configuration appears after the Help screen is closed.  Click on the tab marked SysAuth.
3.6
The screen now shows the following:




System Key abc def ghi jkl mno

Copy the System Key number and send by e-mail to Dr. Palanki.
3.7
There is also an empty block labeled License Key.  This is where one enters the System Authorization Number.  

Chemstations will provide the System Authorization Number to Dr. Palanki, who will in turn forward it to students.  Expect a long number to enter.  Double check to make sure it has been entered correctly.  Click on the wide button to "Verify and Save License Key".  Then press OK.

Presto!  That's it!!
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
