Design Project presentation

At the end of this semester, April 11 & 18 during the lab. period, a 15-minute final presentation will be scheduled for you to present your project to the whole class.  The presentation will account for 3% of the course grade.  Each group is required to submit “ONE” final report, which accounts for 7% of the final grade.  Final report will be due April 18, immediately after the final presentation.  The projects will be graded based on their originality, functional performance, objective definition and technical understanding/presentation of the problem.

Presentation Guidelines:


Each group will be require to give a 15 minute presentation about their design project.  It will be a group presentation.  You should follow the presentation format used in the first class.  You can decide whether the presentation will be given by representatives or by the whole team.  However, all partners from the group will share the same grade.  It is everyone’s responsibility to make sure that your team members can work together.  It is important to distribute equally the workload among all members.  If there is a dispute among group members concerning the work contribution, please submit a memo along with your final report.  I will interview all members to decide the final grade distribution.  Otherwise, all grades will be final once I receive your report.
