Design Project

The second phase of the design project will begin this semester.  As a reminder, you are required to build a thermal device based on the design from your phase one project.  You can modify or change your design plan as long as you resubmit a new plan with my approval.  Of course, if you just join our class, you can form a new group and choose a project with your group members, or work with an existing group.  However, remember there can not be more than four members in a group unless approved by the instructor.  A detailed design plan, including equipment needed and budget list, for the project will be due two weeks from today.  For the project, there will be a maximum budget limit of $50 per group.  If you need to spend more than the maximum limit, you will need to get further approval from the instructor.  We need to start the project immediately because it takes at least a month to process, purchase and receive the necessary equipment.  Therefore, it is advisable to start the process as soon as possible.

At the end of this semester, April 15 & 22, a 20-minute final presentation will be scheduled for you to present your project to the whole class.  The presentation will account for 3% of the course grade.  Each group is required to submit “ONE” final report, which accounts for 7% of the final grade.  Final report will be due April 22, immediately after the final presentation.  The projects will be graded based on their originality, functional performance, objective definition and technical understanding/presentation of the problem.

Presentation Guidelines:


Each group will be require to give a 20 minute presentation about their design project.  It will be a group presentation.  You can decide whether the presentation will be given by representatives or by the whole team.  However, all partners from the group will share the same grade.  It is everyone’s responsibility to make sure that your team members can work together.  It is important to distribute equally the workload among all members.
