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Learning-Through-Teaching Self Evaluation
The Learning-Through-Teaching project has provided us with an idea of what it is like to be a professor in engineering. In order to teach a specific subject, you must fully understand the concepts and applications of the subject so that you can explain them well. If you try to teach having only partial knowledge of the subject, you will be less effective and you will likely confuse the people you are teaching. We felt that we succeeded in explaining the concepts of Fourier Analysis in Music, as well as the specific applications. Everyone seemed interested in the material and we believe they fully understood what was taught. 


In order to improve the project, there should time set aside during lecture to assist students with teaching methods such as explanations and transitions between different ideas. Although most students have experience with presentations, they have a lack of experience in actual teaching. This could be enhanced by showing students how to give a detailed explanation of  a concept or method, including transitions between different topics and fully explaining certain topics.  


Other than this single suggestion, the Learning-Through-Teaching project is a good idea for the Analytical Tools course. It gives everyone involved a different viewpoint in the classroom and also allows for more in depth knowledge in a specific area. Hopefully, this program will be continued so that future classes can have this experience.
