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Engineering Ethics Assignment

Engineering ethical dilemmas are professional-related situations in which two or more ethical considerations come into conflict with one another, usually ambiguous without a definite moral conviction.  To resolve these ethical dilemmas one needs to improve his/her ability by learning practical skills and achieving a better understanding of the moral consequences.  In this team exercise, you (in a group of four) are asked to identify an engineering ethical case study to share with the class.  You can use the web ethics resources provided in the course web page as your guidance.  Each group should prepare a five-minute presentation of the selected dilemma case and be responsible for leading a follow-up discussion (up to 10 minutes) on the same topic.  In order to facilitate the discussion, you should include the following components in your presentation:
(1) Problem statement to describe what you think as dilemmas with moral conflicts;

(2) List all relevant facts one will need to make a fair judgment concerning the case;

(3) Identify any issues and/or moral principles might be useful to shed light on resolving the conflict

(4) Point out sources of conflict among individuals and/or groups

In the class, groups will be selected randomly to present and defend their resolution on the dilemma based on their understanding of the moral principles and professional responsibilities.  Also, the team will be asked to lead the discussion in the classroom.  We will dedicate the whole class to the case study and expect 4-5 groups be called upon for the in-class presentation.  However, regardless of whether you are asked to present or not, all groups need to submit a short report on the ethics case they had studied.  The report should include:

· PowerPoint presentation prepared to be used in the class

· Short statements concerning items (1) to (4) in your presentation

· A short summary of the lesson leaned, on how an ethical decision is made, other considerations relevant to the case.
