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SECTION B  ‑ SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS
The Government intends to award multiple 5-year, indefinite delivery, indefinite quantity contracts under which fixed price Task Orders will be issued. The Task Orders will require the development, revision, updating, and/or presentation nationwide of training courses in the broad areas of Structures, Hydraulics and Geotechnical technologies. Limited research necessary for course development will be included. 

Unless specifically stated otherwise, the Contractor shall furnish all necessary facilities, materials, and personnel to perform services necessary to complete each Task Order issued. 

All authorized travel will be reimbursed at cost in accordance with the Travel and Per Diem clause (reference Section G).  A travel and per diem ceiling will be stated in each individual Task Order.

FUNDS AVAILABLE 

Currently, funds in the amount of $25,000 are obligated to this contract.

Additional funding under this contract will be obligated subject to need and availability of funds by Task Orders, and contract or Task Order modifications. 

SECTION C  ‑ DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/STATEMENT OF WORK
INTRODUCTION
The National Highway Institute (NHI) is the technical training arm of the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and as such plays a vital role in the FHWA=s overall effort to provide training in new and evolving highway related technologies.  The target audience is very broad and includes Federal, State and local highway and transportation agencies located within the United States, the Local Technical Assistance Program (LTAP) Centers, associations, consulting firms, private industry, universities and other national and international entities engaged in highway work of interest to the United States.  In order for NHI to best accomplish its training mission it is necessary to accurately determine the needs of the target audience, and then develop and deliver a variety of training packages that will most effectively and efficiently present the intended message.

The NHI has been performing this role primarily by delivering traditional, instructor-lead, classroom training on a broad range of topic areas since it was established by congress in 1970.  However, the electronic era is rapidly opening new avenues for cost savings, complying with divergent schedules, and training larger audiences in shorter periods of time.  These avenues need to be explored.  

This Request for Proposals (RFP) includes brief descriptions of the projected types of services that may be required by the NHI for the 5-year period of performance in the broad general areas of Structures, Hydraulics and Geotechnical.  As specific needs are identified by the FHWA, normally, each contractor awarded a contract under this solicitation will be afforded an opportunity to propose on the work. After review of the cost and technical proposals received, a Task Order will be issued on a fixed-price basis (exclusive of travel).  The Government reserves the right to issue a requirements-type Task Order for one or more of the areas described below.

SCOPE OF WORK
This indefinite delivery, indefinite quantity contract provides for the development, revision, promotion, and presentation of training courses in the broad areas of Structures, Hydraulics, and Geotechnical, the conduct of any research required for the direct development of the specific course, and other support services that may be required for the promotion of the training program. The contractor shall incorporate the latest accepted Instructional System Design using adult learning techniques in the development of courses, materials and instruction.

PURPOSE 
The purpose of this contract is to effectively and efficiently deliver a timely program of high quality training in the broad general areas of Structures, Hydraulics, and Geotechnical.  Work will be performed in accordance with individual Task Orders issued.

The typical types of courses currently being offered or under development, the course objectives, and the target audiences are described in the annual issues of the NHI Course Catalog, and on the NHI website at http://www.nhi.fhwa.dot.gov/ .
GENERAL WORK DESCRIPTION
Specific work to be performed will be set forth under individual Task Orders.  However, Task Orders will generally consist of work in the following areas:

Task Area A: Training Needs Analysis and Evaluation of Training Effectiveness

NHI’s goal is to optimize the training for maximum effectiveness ensuring the greatest amount of learning takes place within certain defined constraints. Part of this process involves development of material precisely targeted to student needs. Furthermore, even though achieving a true measurement of the effectiveness of training can be elusive, it is desirable to obtain accurate feedback from course participants and supervisory staff. Task Orders may be issued to include, but are not limited to:

1.  Conduct analysis of short and long term training needs of all or specified segments of                                   the target audience for the topic areas identified in the Task Order. Develop an organized and logical approach to fulfill NHI needs within projected budget allocations.

2.  Conduct analysis of target audience to determine specific training needs, course objectives and learning objectives for identified target areas.

3.  Conduct and analyze post course evaluations to determine effectiveness of delivery method, course content and instructional presentation in accomplishing the training objectives.

Task Area B: Technical Review Panel Coordination

The quality of NHI courses is improved if the interests of selected groups are represented on panels that will provide comments during the course development process. Their review of curriculum material as it evolves can be invaluable. Task Orders may be issued to include, but are not limited to:

Establish and coordinate panels representing the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials (AASHTO), and other public and private sector organizations or individuals to review and provide comments on training needs, curriculum development, and course presentation activities. 

Task Area C: Course Development, Revision and Updating

The NHI offers a constantly changing battery of courses, some of which may need minor revision, while others may require major updating to stay abreast of current technology. In addition, new design procedures, changing specifications, research results, computer programs, etc. continually precipitate the need to develop entirely new courses. In still other instances, it may be desirable to utilize distance learning wherein an instructor in one location is connected to students in one or more remote locations by satellite, web based, or other electronic medium. Task Orders may be issued to include, but are not limited to:

1.  Develop, revise or update curriculum material including course outlines, instructor guides, participant notebooks, and visual aids. 

2.  Convert existing curriculum material into a format that can be delivered by distance learning such as by satellite, web based, or other electronic medium such as CD-ROM.

Task Area D: Instructor Training

To be truly effective, instructor led training requires skilled, competent, knowledgeable, credible, instructors, with adult education experience. In some instances, the FHWA will provide an instructor to co-teach classes. While it is not the intent of FHWA to train the contractor’s instructors, it may be necessary to conduct “train the trainer” sessions to meld together a team of contractor and FHWA instructors to maximize their effectiveness. Task Orders may be issued to include, but are not limited to:

1. Arrange for or present instructor training to enhance and optimize both the Government’s and contractor’s instructors’ skills in the delivery of traditional instructor led classroom training.

2.  Arrange for or present instructor training to enhance and optimize delivery of distance learning training courses.

Task Area E: Course Delivery

The contractor shall provide only technically knowledgeable instructors with skills in adult education to present courses in response to requests from State highway agencies and other course sponsors, both domestically and internationally. Task Orders may be issued to include, but are not limited to:


1.  Deliver pilot courses.


2.  Deliver traditional instructor led classroom courses.


3.  Deliver satellite broadcasts of courses.

Typical Specifications for Course Presentations Contained in a Task Order:

The host agency will furnish the training facility and audio-visual equipment, and is responsible for selecting and inviting participants.  Approximately 30 participants will be invited to attend each course.  The Government is responsible for making travel arrangements for participants, printing and shipping of the participant material.

For each course presentation, the Contractor shall, as a minimum:

     1.   Establish contact with the local coordinator at least 30 days prior to the course starting

     date to advise them of your classroom needs, and to determine local conditions that may

     affect the length or content of the course.  This includes, but is not limited to:           

 
a.  Adjust the class hours to match local work hours or preferences, including  

           beginning the class at midday the first day and ending at midday on the last day if 

           requested by the sponsoring agency, and

      b.  Adjust the presentation to allow increased or decreased emphasis on certain topics 


to accommodate local concerns or problems of interest to host agency personnel.

2.
Record comments and recommendations for improvement of the course and/or course

material received from the instructors, participants, course monitors and the COTR

during and after the course presentations. The contractor shall make appropriate adjustments or revisions to the course materials, visual aids, and presentation schedule in response to these comments. Advise the COTR of all such proposed changes. Implement the changes as approved by the COTR.

     3.    Transport all training aids to the course location.  This includes all items to be used by the       instructors, such as overheads, slides, videotapes, etc.

     4.    Provide and transport to the course location a suitable laptop computer, PowerPoint and an In-Focus or equal projector with a minimum of 1,000 lumens.

      5.
Prepare a daily schedule for each course and furnish a copy to each participant.

6.  Use the NHI Course Evaluation Form to obtain feedback from the course participants.            Provide one copy of the completed forms to the COTR with a summary of the scores and       comments within 1 week after each course. 

      7.  Use the NHI Class Registration Form to obtain a list of the course participants and their         employing agencies.  Fill in all information requested on the front page of the form                 including instructor names and the Summary of Participants section.  Provide the                    completed form to the COTR within 1 week after each course.

 8.  Distribute copies of the scannable NHI Course Registration Form to each course       instructor and each course participant, and provide guidance as needed to assure that all forms are fully and accurately completed.  Collect the completed forms and send all copies to the COTR within 1 week after each course.

Task Area F: Marketing
The NHI needs to serve its current customers and to expand its market base to include the private sector and international entities if it is to more fully satisfy the intent of the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991. Task Orders may be issued to include, but are not limited to:

1.  Develop a marketing strategy to promote NHI courses, course materials, etc. to reach defined segments of the target audience for the purpose of accelerating the implementation of new technology and innovations. 

2.  Develop and implement a marketing plan that may include activities such as preparing and distributing advertising literature for magazine articles and brochures.

3.  Obtain or compile mailing lists, including Internet addresses, and distribute literature as required to promote NHI activities.

Task Area G: Electronic Formatting
NHI course materials need to be prepared in hard paper copies for classroom instruction, but should also be available for distribution in newer electronic formats such as CD-ROM. Task Orders may be issued to include, but are not limited to:

Prepare new or format previously developed instructional and reference material into an electronic format to include features such as hypertext and search capabilities.

Task Area H: Briefings
Briefings to various groups is necessary from time to time to determine training needs, guide the development of curriculum materials, promote and market new products or courses, and gather customer feedback. These briefings may be conducted at NHI facilities or other locations designated by the Government. Task Orders may be issued to include, but are not limited to:


1.  Prepare and present briefings or participate in discussions to determine training needs.


2.  Prepare and present briefings on NHI products and activities.

MONTHLY PROGRESS REPORT 

If required by a Task Order, the Contractor shall furnish one hard copy (in Word Perfect 6.1 for Windows format) of a monthly letter-type progress report to the Contracting Officer's Technical Representative on or before the 10th of the month following the calendar month being reported.  Each report shall contain concise statements covering the following:

 1.  Budget and scheduling information including: the date the task order was initiated, the estimated completion date vs. the required completion date. 

2.  A description of any problems encountered or anticipated that will affect the successful completion of the task order within the time and fiscal constraints as set forth in the task order together with recommended solutions or a statement that no problems were encountered or are anticipated.

3.  A brief description of the task order objective, a clear and complete account of the work performed for the period being reported, and an outline of the work to be accomplished during the next report period.

4.   Any recommendations for improvement.

ANNUAL REPORT
Within ten days after the end of each year of performance, the contractor shall provide the Contracting Officer two copies of a summary report showing all of the task orders received during the year, their status, the dollar value, total billings and payments received by task order. A spread sheet format is preferred.

REPORTS OF PROBLEMS

In addition to the progress reports described above, the Contractor shall bring actual or potential problems under the contract or any Task Order to the attention of the COTR and the Contracting Officer as soon as they are known. Oral reports shall be followed by written reports within 3 working days.

SECTION G  ‑  CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION DATA
TASK ORDER PROCEDURE

All funds expended under this contract shall be incurred, accounted for and invoiced under individual Task Orders.


It is the Government=s intent to provide all contractors awarded a contract under this solicitation a fair opportunity to be considered for each proposed Task Order. The Government expects to issue a solicitation for a Task Order proposal to each eligible Contractor asking for a cost and technical proposal.  However, the Government may issue Task Orders on a non-competitive basis or limited competitive basis as may be appropriate and authorized by law. The Contracting Officer will select the offer that is considered most advantageous to the Government considering technical merit of each proposal, key personnel, cost, and past performance on other Task Orders. Task Order solicitations will specify the evaluation criteria that will be utilized together with a statement of the relative importance of each criterion. The selection of a Contractor to perform a Task Order is generally not subject to protest.  Each Task Order will provide specific information on the work to be performed, the objectives or results desired, a period of performance, deliverables, pricing and other terms specific to the individual Task Order.

The work shall be conducted by the Contractor on an as needed basis, within the scope of the contract. The exact nature and extent of the Contractor’s work under this contract will be based upon written Task Orders developed by the Government. Once work is identified, the Government will issue a Request for Task Order Proposal. Such requests may be issued electronically or by facsimile. Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer a Task Order Proposal (TOP) within 10 days, unless the request has authorized more time for preparation and submission. Task Order proposals will normally be submitted electronically and will typically contain: 

1. Discussion of the technical approach for performing the work.

2. Period of Performance and Schedule of Work.

3. Estimated level of effort, types of staffing and number of hours, including those in (5) below.

4. Travel, per diem, equipment and materials estimates.

5. An estimate for subcontractors and consultants, including direct labor hours and cost

6. Fixed price with a basic cost breakdown by cost element sufficient to determine price

The cost for the preparation and submittal of the TOP is the responsibility of the contractor. 

 If the contractor is not able, or does not wish, to compete for a specific task order they must so state in writing to the contracting officer in lieu of a TOP. However, contractors are strongly encouraged to make every effort to explore teaming, subcontracting or other arrangements so as to be able to propose on every offered task order. Failure to make reasonable efforts to propose on each solicitation issued will be considered under the past performance evaluation factor during source selection. 
AWARD

The contracting officer may enter into negotiations with those contractors submitting a TOP, and may request a revised TOP, as the situation may warrant.

The government will evaluate each TOP in accordance with the stated evaluation criteria, and 

will award the task order to the contractor who offers the best value to the Government.
Upon mutual agreement of the parties as to the work to be performed, the schedule, and the pricing, the FHWA will issue a Task Order. The contractor shall acknowledge acceptance of the Task Order and shall immediately proceed with the conduct of the work.

Task Orders will contain the following information:

1. Name and signature of the Contracting Officer.

2. Contract Number, Task Order number and Task Order effective date.

COMPLAINTS
Written complaints regarding the solicitation, evaluation or award of a Task Order may be submitted to the Contracting Officer.  The Contracting Officer will review the complaint and ensure that all contractors were afforded fair treatment, consistent with the procedures in the contract.

Contractors may request a debriefing from the Contracting Officer.
TRAVEL AND PER DIEM

Travel and per diem will be reimbursed in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation and the Federal Travel Regulations in effect at the time of the travel. Task Orders will include an estimated cost for travel on a not to exceed basis. Travel reimbursed under this contract shall be based on the most economical form of transportation available. Any exceptions shall be fully justified and if at all possible, be approved in advance by the Contracting Officer. All travel shall be scheduled sufficiently in advance to take advantage of available discount rates.

CONTRACTING OFFICER’S TECHNICAL REPRESENTATIVE (COTR)

The Contracting Officer may designate a Technical Representative (COTR) for each contract to assist in monitoring the work under the contract as well as the Task Orders issued there under.  The COTR is responsible for the technical administration of the contract and technical liaison with the Contractor.  The COTR is NOT authorized to change the statement of work, to make any commitments or otherwise obligate the Government or authorize any changes which affect the contract price, delivery schedule, period of performance or other terms or conditions of the contract.

The contractor shall discuss its reservations with the COTR, and if the issues cannot be resolved, then it shall notify the contracting officer who will resolve the matter. 

KEY PERSONNEL

As part of its contract proposal and each Task Order proposal, the Contractor shall designate a Project Manager and other personnel deemed by the contractor to be essential to the successful completion of the contract/Task Order. These individuals will be listed in the contract/task order as Key Personnel. In the event any of the Key Personnel are unable to perform as proposed for any reason during the performance of the contract/Task Order, the contractor shall immediately notify the COTR and Contacting Officer in writing. Such notice will include an explanation of the problem, a proposed replacement by someone of equal or better qualifications and experience, and shall explain the impact on performance. All replacements are subject to the prior written approval of the Contracting Officer. However, the Government reserves the right to approve such replacements retroactively when circumstances prevent advance approval.

The contactor shall be prepared to accept and perform Task Orders upon the effective date of the contract.

B. SMALL DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS PARTICIPATION FACTOR (SUBJECTIVE ASSESSMENT)

Evaluation of the offeror’s Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) Participation Plan will be based on information obtained from the plan provided by the offeror, the realism of the proposal, other relevant information obtained from named SDB concerns, and any information supplied by the offeror concerning problems encountered in SDB participation.

Evaluation of SDB Participation Plans will be a subjective assessment based on a consideration of all relevant facts and circumstances. The Government is seeking to determine whether the offeror has demonstrated a commitment to use SDB concerns for the work that it intends to perform as the prime contractor. The assessment of the offeror’s SDB Participation Plan will be used as a means of evaluating the relative capability and commitment of the offeror and the other competitors. Thus, and offeror with an exceptional record of participation with SDB concerns will receive a more favorable evaluation than another, whose record is acceptable, even though both may have acceptable technical proposals.

The SDB Participation Plan will not be scored per se, but the Government’s conclusions about overall commitment and realism of the offeror’s SDB Participation Plan will be influential in determining the relative merits of the offeror’s proposal, and in selecting the offeror whose proposal is considered most advantageous to the Government.

In order to receive credit under the source selection factor, the offeror must provide, with its offer, targets, expressed as dollars and percentages of total contract value, for SDB participation in any of the North American Industry Classification System (NACIS) Industry Subsectors as determined by the Department of Commerce. The targets may provide for participation by a prime contractor, joint venture, partner, teaming arrangement member, or subcontractor; however, the targets for subcontractors must be listed separately.

C. HUBZONE PARTICIPATION FACTOR

Small Business offerors located within underutilized business zones, called “HUBZones” which are qualified HubZone Small Business Concerns will be evaluated in accordance with FAR clause 52.219-4. Qualified HUBZone firms are identified in the Small Business Administration’s website at: http://www.sba.gov/hubzone.

D. COST

In addition to the criteria listed above, cost will be considered in the award decision.  Price proposals will be analyzed to assess realism and probable cost to the Government.  The proposed costs may be adjusted, for the purpose of evaluation, based upon the results of a cost realism assessment, and cost to the Government to administer the contract or support the contractor’s performance. In its determination of Best Value, the relative weight given to all evaluation factors other than price, when combined, is significantly more important than price.  

E. Basis of Award

The Government intends to accept those offers that are considered to be the best value to the Government. Awards may be made for individual areas (Geotechnical, Structures or Hydraulics, or in combination or for all three areas. Offers may propose on one or more individual areas, or for all three areas. Inasmuch as the Government reserves the right to make partial awards to satisfy its needs, offerors who do not want a partial award must clearly indicate “all or none” in their proposal. In such case they will be evaluated for the total proposed, but are ineligible for partial awards. The Government intends to make multiple awards with a minimum value of $25,000 and a maximum value of $10,000,000.
